Board and committee reports:  
Yadkin Valley Chamber of Commerce Update – Myra Cook reported they have tents up for Wine Festival this weekend, record number pre-sale tickets, 29 wineries, 1 brewery, Heaven Scent is supplying VIP tent, arts and crafts vendors and Carolina Soul Band and Blues Deville are the entertainment.  June is their golf tournament, July Annual Meeting.  Jeff Eidson is upcoming Chairman.  Steve Owens term is ending.  Executive Committee voted not to have Pumpkin Festival Committee meeting in May.
Cruise Update – May 23 Cruise 4-9 pm.  Audiophiles will be playing in Wells Fargo parking lot 4-8.  Group agreed to keep vendors to non-profits only for 2015. Discussed restroom need.  Still unsure about September logistics until Pumpkin Festival meeting.
Main Street Advisory Update –Laura reported Michael Brown is painting a new mural on the Roxy & Lulu’s building showing all the local trails.  He also did a mural for Harrys. WXII is looking to put a weather camera on the Elkin Library showing the dam and creek.  There is an opening on the MSAB.  If interested contact Laura Gaylord.  The maintenance employee has given his notice and William “Slim” Cockerham is his replacement.  Tree sign is complete.  Take a Break from the Interstate campaign is July 24-26.  Town of Elkin Privilege Licenses will end June 30 so you will not need to purchase a license to set up during this event on commercial property.  The campaign goes from Wytheville to Harmony.
Light Up Night Update – Jennifer White is preparing an estimated budget to present to the group for approval/funding.
Rock Façade – Jennifer White – Since the Town Meeting in April, we have:
· Devoted a good 20 hours of meeting time (and much more individual time) on moving this project forward.
· Worked with Local Media in sharing the story and engaging our town.  Much thanks to WIFM and the Tribune.  The Tribune has written XX stories on the Rock Facade, and we have done 4 radio interviews and a repeating community announcement.  
· Began a Facebook Community, where we had over 200 likes in less than 2 days, and where folks can stay updated and engaged. 
· Held 2 Community Input Sessions, both well attended and full of interesting history, information and perspectives.
· Re-worked the MSAB budget for the 2015/2016 year to allot $8000 towards the preservation of the Rock Facade.  It is an important priority for us this year.
· Began the early stages of fundraising efforts, which will include a summer Rock the Facade event (Sponsored by Harry’s and Skull Camp Brewery) and more.  Bill Blackley and I are excited to partner in this campaign along the way as well. 
· Gene Rees, from Mt. Airy, has taken time to meet with us twice in the last month, including attending one of the community input sessions, where he was of great insight to many of us.  And we are so very grateful for his continued generosity.
· And we have given the front Main Street level panel on the facade a fresh coat of paint and some creative inspiration (just completed!).
In the next month, we have plans to:
· Meet with Joe Seipel Parks for continued research and consultation.  He’s got a lot of experience with this space and has also already been so generous with his time.
· Begin enlisting “estimates of probable cost” from multiple companies on some potential development ideas based off our community feedback and professional opinion
· Continue gathering history of the Facade from anyone who has a story or information to share.
· Continue Fundraising Ideas for future needs and potentially host another Community Informational Meeting
· Work with WIFM and the Tribune, and any other local media outlets, to spread the word, gather support, and keep everyone informed.
New Business – Robert Phillips asked the group if they would pay for the “header” on the next On the Vine publication for $150.00.  Motion was made by Cicely and seconded by Rickey Roberts. Motion carried.
