Trail Tree sign project is installed but they will finish landscaping and patio. Light Up Night Update – Jennifer White said they have started funding requests.  Went to TDA for $2,000 and anticipate needing $1,500 from DTE again to support this event.  They are researching ice skating rink, sledding as possibilities.  Would like to close streets to make safer for spectators.  Phillip Lyles suggested having a Santa Trolley, Larry Irwin suggested having the dancers more visible, Laura suggested having the train ride children that was in last year’s Christmas parade.  Possibility of having church/non-profit group have coffee in Wells Fargo parking lot.
New Business – The MSAB is writing a letter to the commissioners making a recommendation to preserve the rock façade with a 90 day time frame to explore current proposal and engage citizens for ideas.  DTE, Inc supports their efforts in saving the façade.
